· Calculate the distance between Access Point needs and potential network partners 
· Opening hours of specific Access Points
· Evaluate Access Point candidates based on targeted Access Point areas
· Provide maps for internal and external communication
· Ad hoc quantitative or qualitative analysis 
· Documentation and organization
· Document the processes used for the different analysis
· Tracking and filing of requests per country and per type
· Produce monthly reports regarding the networks in the different countries
· Report on the proximity of the Access Point to the population
· Report on the convenience (opening hours and days) of the Access Points
